The Board of Directors of Advanced Braking Technology Limited (‘ABT’) aims to achieve appropriate standards
of corporate governance and has established corporate governance policies and procedures, where
practicable, consistent with the ASX Corporate Governance Council’s ‘Corporate Governance Principles and
Recommendations — 3" Edition’ (ASX Principles or Recommendation), which became effective on 1 July 2014.
