Introduction
This Explanatory Memorandum accompanies and forms part of the Notice of Meeting of ASF
Group Limited and it is intended to provide Shareholders with information to assist them in
assessing the merits of the Resolutions contained in the business to be conducted at the
Meeting to be held on 30 November 2020.

Shareholders will be provided with a reasonable opportunity at the Meeting to ask questions
or make comments on the Financial Statements and the Reports and on the Company’s
management and business generally. Representatives of the Company’s Auditor, Grant
Thornton Audit Pty Ltd (Grant Thornton), will be attending the Meeting. Shareholders will
be given a reasonable opportunity to ask the Auditor relevant questions including those
relating to the conduct of the audit, the preparation and content of the Auditor’s report, the
accounting standards adopted by the Company and the independence of the Auditor.

Resolution 1: Adoption of the Remuneration Report

The Remuneration Report is included in the Directors’ Report and set out in the Company’s
2020 Annual Report. Pursuant to section 250R(2) of the Corporations Act, the Company is
required to put a Resolution that the Remuneration Report be adopted to a vote of
Shareholders at the Meeting. However, Shareholders should note that, pursuant to section
250R(3) of the Corporations Act, the vote on the Remuneration Report is advisory only and
the outcome of the vote does not bind the Directors or the Company. The Remuneration
Report sets out the Company’s remuneration policy and reports on the remuneration
arrangements in place for Directors and key executives of the Company. The Directors make
no recommendation on this Resolution.

Shareholders will be provided with a reasonable opportunity at the Meeting to ask questions
or make comments on the Remuneration Report.

Under the Corporations Act, if 25% or more of the votes that are cast are voted against the
adoption of the Remuneration Report at two consecutive annual general meetings,
Shareholders will be required to vote at the second of those annual general meetings on a
resolution (“spill resolution”) on whether the Board should be put up for re-election. If the
spill resolution is passed, another meeting must be held within 90 days at which all of the
Company’s Directors (other than the Managing Director) who were in office at the date of
approval of the applicable Directors’ Report will be required to stand for re-election.

At the Company's annual general meeting held on 28 November 2019, the Company received
unanimous approval on the adoption of its remuneration report set out in the 2019 annual
report.

Resolutions 2 to 3: Re-election of Directors

Rule 79.2 of the Constitution provides that, at each annual general meeting, one-third of the
Directors for the time being (or, if their number is not 3 or a multiple of 3, then the number
nearest to but not exceeding one-third) must retire from office but no Director may retain
office for more than 3 years without submitting himself or herself for re-election even though
the submission results in more than one-third of the Directors retiring from office.

The Directors retiring by rotation are those who have been longest in office since their
election. If 2 or more Directors were elected or appointed on the same day, they are required
to agree among themselves or determine by lot which of them must retire. A Managing
Director appointed under rule 97 is not subject to retirement by rotation and is not taken into
account in determining the number of Directors who must retire by rotation under rule 79.2.
Under rule 79.5, a retiring Director is entitled to offer himself for re-election.

In accordance with the above, the two Directors that must retire by rotation at this Meeting
are Mr Geoff Baker and Mr Nga Fong (Alex) Lao, who were last re-elected to the Board at the
2017 and 2018 annual general meetings of the Company respectively. Mr Geoff Baker and Mr
Nga Fong (Alex) Lao have indicated that they will offer themselves for re-election at the
Meeting.

Mr Geoff Baker is a qualified lawyer in Australia and Hong Kong with a Commerce degree
(Accounting and Financial Management), a Law degree and Master of business administration
(MBA). Mr Baker assists in the international operations of the Group. He joined the Group
after practising extensively for 30 years as a lawyer in Australia, Japan, Asia and China.

The Directors (other than Mr Geoff Baker) recommend that you vote in favour of Resolution
2. Mr Geoff Baker makes no recommendation to Shareholders. All of the Directors entitled to
vote on Resolution 2 intend to vote in favour of Resolution 2.

Mr Nga Fong (Alex) Lao is the managing director of ASF Macau Multinational Holdings
Limited and is in charge of the operations of Multinational Youth Travel Agency Limited. Mr
Lao resides in Macau where he has business interests in property, travel and retail industries
and is Chairman of the Macau Travel Agency Association.

The Directors (other than Nga Fong (Alex) Lao) recommend that you vote in favour of
Resolution 3. Mr Nga Fong (Alex) Lao makes no recommendation to Shareholders. All of the
Directors entitled to vote on Resolution 3 intend to vote in favour of Resolution 3.

Resolution 4: Appointment of Auditor

Grant Thornton, the Company's auditor, has advised the Company that it has applied to
Australian Securities and Investment Commission (ASIC) for consent to resign as auditors of
the Company with effect from the close of this Meeting. The consent of ASIC is required under
the Corporations Act for Grant Thornton to resign as auditor. If ASIC does not grant its
consent to resignation, Grant Thornton will continue to hold office as the Company's auditor.

Subject to ASIC consenting to the resignation of Grant Thornton, it is proposed that the
Company appoint Nexia Sydney Audit Pty Ltd (Nexia) as auditors of the Company.

In accordance with Section 328B(1) of the Corporations Act, the Company has obtained a
nomination from a Shareholder for Nexia to be appointed as the Company’s auditors. A copy
of this nomination is attached to this Explanatory Memorandum.

Nexia has given its written consent to act as the Company’s auditor subject to Shareholder
approval of this Resolution 4. The Corporations Act requires the Company to obtain the
approval of Shareholders for the appointment of Nexia as auditor of the Company.

If Resolution 4 is passed, the appointment of Nexia as the Company’s auditors will take affect
from the conclusion of this Annual General Meeting or such later date when ASIC consents to

the resignation of Grant Thornton.

The Directors recommend Shareholders to vote in favour of Resolution 4.

Resolution 5: Approval of additional capacity to issue Shares under ASX Listing Rule
7.1A

ASX Listing Rule 7.1A permits eligible entities to seek shareholder approval by special
resolution at an Annual General Meeting to issue an additional 10% of issued capital by way
of placements over a 12 month period (10% Placement Capacity). The additional 10%
placement capacity is in addition to the Company's 15% placement capacity under ASX
Listing Rule 7.1.

The effect of Resolution 5 will be to allow the Directors to issue equity securities under ASX
Listing Rule 7.1A during the period of 12 months following the Annual General Meeting
without using the Company's 15% placement capacity under ASX Listing Rule 7.1.

If Resolution 5 is approved by shareholders and the Company issues securities under the
10% Placement Capacity, the additional economic and voting interests in the Company will be
diluted. There is a risk that the market price of the Company's securities may be significantly
lower on the issue date than on the date of the Annual General Meeting and the securities
may be issued at a price that is at a discount to the market price on the issue date.
