APA ACQUIRES AN INTEREST IN BASSLINK DEBT

Leading Australian energy infrastructure business, APA Group (ASX: APA), today announced it has acquired an
interest in the debt of Nexus Australia Management Pty Ltd (Administrators Appointed) (Receivers & Managers
Appointed) (Nexus). Nexus is the borrowing entity for Basslink Pty Ltd (Administrators Appointed) (Receivers &
Managers Appointed) (Basslink Pty Ltd) which owns and operates the 370km high voltage direct current (HVDC)
electricity interconnector between Victoria and Tasmania, known as Basslink. Basslink is the only electricity
interconnector between Tasmania and mainland Australia. It provides two-way access to 500MW of electricity and
is critical to the export of Tasmanian renewable energy to Australia’s mainland.

Basslink Pty Ltd entered into voluntary administration and receivership on 12 November 2021. APA is interested
in buying Basslink from the receivers and managers. The face value of the debt in which APA has acquired an
interest is approximately $99 million. It has been acquired at a discount and funded from APA’s existing debt
facilities. The acquisition of the debt interest in Basslink provides APA with the opportunity to work with the
receivers and managers to put Basslink on a sustainable footing. If APA is successful in acquiring Basslink, APA
will work with Hydro Tasmania, the State of Tasmania, the Australian Energy Regulator and other key
stakeholders to convert Basslink to a regulated asset.

APA CEO and Managing Director Rob Wheals said, “The acquisition of the debt interest in Basslink demonstrates
APA’s commitment to supporting this critical energy infrastructure so that it can continue to deliver reliable
interconnected electricity between Tasmania and Victoria, and into the National Electricity Market.”

“The potential acquisition of Basslink is consistent with our strategy to expand our electricity transmission footprint
and invest in renewable energy sources.”
