To our valued shareholders

The 2022 financial year has been one of fransformation

for Aeris Resources.

Through the acquisition of Round Oak Minerals, we
successfully positioned the Company as a competitive
mid-fier base and precious metals producer. We now
have a copper-dominant, long term production profile
with diversification through zinc and precious metals.

The fransaction added two new, cash generative

assets to the Aeris portfolio, namely the copper and

zinc operation at Jaguar in Western Australia and the
copper operation at Mt Colin in North Queensland. It also
included the advanced Stockman development project
in regional Victoria. All three assets come with exciting

exploration potential that Aeris will pursue in FY2023.

Importantly, the Jaguar and North Queensland operations

will contribute to a material increase in Aeris’ production
in FY2023.

Our four operating assets will provide strong operating
cash flows, fund re-investment into mine life extension
projects at our Tritton and Jaguar operations and
enable us to continue to aggressively explore on

our highly prospective tenement portfolio.

I would like to take this opportunity to say thank you and
farewell fo Non-Executive Director Alastair Morrison, who
departed from the Board in October, and welcome

to our new Non-Executive Director Sylvia Wiggins.

From the Round Oak acquisition, Washington H. Soul
Pattinson (WHSP) has become our largest shareholder.
I would like to welcome WHSP Chairman Robert Millner,

who joins the Aeris Board as a Non-Executive Director.

On the operational front, the mining industry
faced headwinds with a rising cost environment

and labour impacts from COVID-19.

Tritton Copper Operations had a solid year and
following a change in operating strategy in January,
produced 18,581t Cu for the year. Tritton undertook

a considerable amount of work this year, focused on
exploring and developing new ore sources. These new
ore sources, including the Budgerygar and Avoca
Tank underground mines, will extend the life of the

Tritton operation and increase copper head grade.

We also released the maiden ore resource for the

Constellation deposit, another potential mine life extension

project for Tritton, a little over 12 months since the initial

discovery hole.

Cracow Gold Operations had a challenging year,
producing 53,9200z Au with results impacted by
lower mined gold grades than forecast.

The team at Cracow has worked hard to improve
resource modelling and mine planning processes

to lay a stronger foundation for FY2023.

Substantial progress was made on exploration at Cracow,
with the recent drill intersections at Golden Plateau
indicating the potential of a new high-grade ore source
for the operation. Aeris will prioritise driling at Golden
Plateau with the aim of releasing a maiden mineral
resource in the first half of FY2023.

We made good progress on the sustainability front in
FY2022, with the Aeris Board signing off on four key focus
areas (water and confainment, carbon and climate
change, diversity and inclusion and biodiversity and
land) for sustainability efforts in the years ahead.

These areas will form the basis of our sustainability efforts
over the next few years, with benchmarks and metrics
being put in place and reporting provided back o the
Board on a half yearly basis. While sustainability has
always been important to Aeris, we are taking up the

challenge of bringing it info a more structured approach.

| would like to extend a sincere thank you to our
employees across the business. It has been a year

of great effort and transformation and we appreciate
your hard work and dedication.

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SECTION 1: FINANCIAL RESULTS

During the financial year, Aeris’ two operational
assets were the Tritton Copper Operations (Tritton) in
New South Wales and the Cracow Gold Operations
(Cracow) in Queensland.

The consolidated entity recorded a profit after tax
for the financial reporting year to 30 June 2022 of
$6.010 million, compared with a profit after tax of
$61.240 million for the year ended 30 June 2021.

This year's results were influenced by a number of factors

which include:

* Revenue was A$386.587 million, compared to
A$431.290 million for the previous corresponding period;

Revenue from the Tritton Copper Operations was
impacted by increased copper prices received
(A$12,931/t including the impact of hedging)
compared fo the prior corresponding period
(A$10,413/t). These higher copper prices were
offset by lower copper production of 18,581 tonnes
compared to 22,987 for the prior corresponding

period; and

SECTION 2: FINANCIAL POSITION

Revenue from the Cracow Gold Operations,

was impacted by lower gold production

53,920 ounces of gold compared to the prior year
73,685 ounces of gold, offset slightly by increased
gold prices received (A$2,539/0z) compared

to the prior corresponding period (A$2,508/0z),
including the impact of hedging.

* Cost of goods sold increased to A$353.435 million from
A$337.895 million for the previous corresponding period,
with costs at both operations affected by general
cost inflation and market pressures that are impacting

the whole industry;

* Transaction costs of A$1.951 million were recognised
for the year ended 30 June 2022 in relation

to the acquisition of the Round Oak Minerals Group;

* Animpairment of A$4.4 million was recognised in

relation to the Torrens Exploration Project; and

* Aloss of A$1.4 million was recognised for the year ended
30 June 2022 (30 June 2021: A$0.4 million) in relation
tfo a movement in the fair value of the investment in
Australian listed equities, held at fair value through
the profit or loss.

As at 30 June 2022, the consolidated entity had
a positive net asset position of $287.938 million,
compared to $183.864 million as at 30 June 2021.

The 30 June 2022 net asset position for the consolidated entity
was impacted by a number of key factors including:
*  Completion of the initial A$100 million of
the fully underwritten A$117 million equity raise
to fund the cash component of the consideration
of the acquisition of the Round Oak Minerals Group,
that completed on 1 July 2022. Please refer to note 19
of the financial statements for additional information
regarding the impact on the financial position

of the consolidated entity;

* InJuly 2021, the Company repaid the remaining
US$20 million (A$27.6 million) senior debt provided
by Special Portfolio Opportunity IV (SPOV)

(a subsidiary of a fund managed by PAG; and

* Payment of the deferred consideration (A$15 million) on
30 June 2022 in connection with the Cracow acquisition.

The consolidated entity’s net cash inflow from
operating activities during the financial year was
A$93.000 million, with net cash outflows from investing
activities of A$112.926 million and net cash inflows

from financing activities of A$60.901 million.

In July 2021 Aeris entered into arrangements for
Australia and New Zealand Banking Group Limited
(ANZ) to become the Company’s senior banker. ANZ
provided Aeris with a $35 million Contingent Instrument
Facility to cover environmental bonding, a $20 million
Working Capital Facility (undrawn as at 30 June 2022)
(together the ANZ Facilities) and unsecured hedging
lines for gold and foreign exchange. The ANZ Facilities
were renewed in June 2022 and the Contingent
Instrument Facility increased to $45 million.

SECTION 3: SIGNIFICATION CHANGES AFTER THE BALANCE DATE

ACQUISITION OF ROUND OAK
MINERALS PTY LIMITED

On 28 April 2022, Aeris announced its infention to
acquire Round Oak Minerals from Washington H. Soul
Pattinson (WHSP). The transaction was approved by Aeris
shareholders at an Extraordinary General Meeting held
on 24 June 2022 and the acquisition completed on

1 July 2022, adding two new operational assets and an
advanced development project to the Aeris portfolio.

Consideration for the Round Oak Transaction

totalled $234 million, which comprised:

*  An $80 million cash payment payable on
completion (Cash Component); and

* The issue of 1,466.7 million ordinary
Aeris shares at an issue price of A$0.105 per
share for a total value of $154 million.

The Cash Component was funded through a fully
underwritten $117 million equity raising conducted
via an institutional placement and a 1 for 4.22 pro-rata,
accelerated non-renounceable entitlement offer.

Following the transaction completion, WHSP now
holds approximately 30.3% of the share register.
WHSP Chairman, Robert Millner has also joined
the Aeris Board as a Non-Executive Director.

The financial effects of this fransaction have not
been recognised on 30 June 2022. The operating
results and assets and liabilities of the acquired

company will be consolidated from 1 July 2022.

On 28 April 2022,
Aeris announced its
intention to acquire

Round Oak Minerals
for $234 million
from Washingfon H.
Soul Pattinson.

ISSUE OF SHARES UNDER
CONDITIONAL PLACEMENT

On 1 July 2022, the Company issued 162,781,913 fully
paid ordinary shares in Aeris to an existing institutional
shareholder, Paradice Investment Management

Pty Ltd (Paradice), at $0.105 per share to raise

$17.1 million. The issue of the shares was subject to:

¢ The Company obtaining shareholder approval
fo issue the shares to Paradice; and

* Completion of the acquisition of Round
Oak Minerals Pty Limited (Round Oak).

CONSOLIDATION OF SHARE CAPITAL

On 8 July 2022, the Company completed a share
consolidation. Aeris shares were consolidated at the
ratio of seven fully paid ordinary shares into one fully
paid ordinary share. Performance rights were also
consolidated at the same ratio as the ordinary shares.

OTHER EVENTS

No other matter or circumstance has arisen in the

interval between the end of the financial year and

the date of this report that has significantly affected or
mayy significantly affect the operations of the consolidated
entity, the results of those operations, or the state of affairs
of the consolidated entity in subsequent financial years.

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TRITTON COPPER OPERATIONS

Tritton Copper Operations produced 18,581 tonnes of copper in FY2022
and made significant progress on two mine life extension projects,

the Budgerygar and Avoca Tank underground mines and progressed
exploration activities at the Constellation deposit.

TRITTON OPERATIONS

Copper grades in ore mined, primarily at the Tritton
underground mine, were below ftarget during the first
half of the financial year. As a result, a revised strategy
was implemented in January with a focus on higher
grade sources along with a reduction in ore fonnes.
This strategy required stope re-design which took
several months to flow through, with higher grades

being achieved from the end of March.

DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS

In FY2022, $43.7 million was spent on life extension
projects at Tritton Copper Operations to develop new
ore sources, largely focused on the Avoca Tank and
Budgerygar underground mine development.

The new mine projects at Budgerygar and Avoca Tank
will replace production from the Tritton and Murrawombie
mines as they wind down over the next couple of years.
Budgerygar and Avoca Tank mines will extend the life

of the operation as well as increase mined copper grade.

MURRAWOMBIE PIT CUT-BACK PROJECT

The expansion of the old Murrawombie Open Pit entails
a push-back of the eastern wall to increase the pit
depth. The Murrawombie Open Pit has an Ore Reserve
of 1.6Mt @ 0.9% Cu (14kt contained copper metal).

In FY2022, design of the Murrawombie pit cut-
back was completed and all necessary permits

were received to commence mining.

Grade control driling continued during FY2022
targeting drill spacing appropriate for conversion

fo an Indicated Mineral Resource category.

Multiple mining scenarios were examined for

the Murrawombie Pit cut-back. During July, the
decision was taken to postpone the Murrawombie
Pit cut-back unfil a later date, once the underground

operations at Murrawombie have ceased.



AVOCA TANK DEVELOPMENT

The Avoca Tank deposit is a high-grade
copper-gold deposit located 5km to the north

of the existing Murrawombie underground mine.

Avoca Tank has a mineral resource of 900kt @ 2.6%
Cu and 0.8 g/t Au (24kt contained copper metal and
22koz contained gold metal) and an Ore Reserve

of 700kt @ 2.5% Cu and 0.8 g/t Au (18kt contained

copper metal and 18koz contained gold metal).

The development of the access decline fo Avoca Tank
commenced in mid-October 2021 and by end

of the financial year was approximately 70% complete.

The decline starts from a portal which was previously used
to access the North-East and Larsens mines. First production
ore from Avoca Tank is scheduled for Q4 2023.
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Budgergar Underground Mine section

The Budgerygar deposit is located approximately
600m to the north of the Tritton deposit. The

access decline into Budgerygar from the Tritton
underground was completed in Q2 and first stoping

ore was delivered to the mill in June 2022.

During FY2022 further in-fill driling at the Budgerygar
deposit enabled an updated Mineral Resource Estimate
of 2.6Mt @ 1.5% Cu for contained copper of 3%k,
including 720kt @1.7% Cu in Indicated Mineral Resource.




EXPLORATION

In FY2022, $13.5 million was spent on exploration projects

at Tritton Copper Operations.

AVOCA TANK EXPLORATION

Driling at the Avoca Tank deposit has fraced the
mineralised system to approximately 400m below surface.
Toward the base of drilling the sulphide mineralisation

is interpreted to change strike orientation.

An exploration drillhole (TAKDO46) was completed
during the financial year, testing down plunge
continuity and confirmed the change in orientation.
The drillhole intersected two sulphide horizons,
including a 2.5m thick massive sulphide interval 65m

below the base of the current Mineral Resource.

Assay results reported from TATD046 includes:
* 2.5m @ 2.18% Cu, 0.87g/t Au, 11.3g/t
Ag (1.4)' from 514m.

17m @ 0.83% Cu, 0.69g/t Au, 8.69/t Ag (8.6)" from 559m.

A downhole electromagnetic (DHEM) survey was
completed during the financial year on drillhole

TATDO046. The DHEM survey detected a large EM
conductor with dimensions of approximately 50m x 175m,
located directly along strike from the massive sulphide
intersection at 514.8m downhole (2.5m @ 2.18% Cu).

The Avoca Tank mineralised system has now been traced

520m below surface and remains open at depth.

CONSTELLATION EXPLORATION

The Constellation deposit is located approximately 45km
north-east of the Tritton processing plant. The deposit
was first detected via an airborne electromagnetic
(AEM) survey and a follow-up ground based

moving loop electromagnetic (MLTEM) survey.

The MLTEM survey verified that the EM response from

the airborne survey represented a legitimate bedrock

conductor and identified two separate bedrock conductors.

Driling commenced in November 2020, with the first drill
hole intersecting mineralisation. Following the discovery,
several drill rigs were operating at Constellation with a

shallow RC program and a deeper diamond drill program.

Phase 1 of the RC drill program was completed in
FY2021 and totalled 52 holes, targeting mineralisation
over a 200m (north-south) x 200m (east-west) footprint
tfo a maximum depth of 130m below surface.

In FY2022, ongoing exploration activities continued at the
Constellation deposit. Phase 2 of the RC drilling program
totalled 58 RC holes and focused on defining the extents
of the oxide and supergene mineralisation. Driling across
both RC campaigns successfully intersected copper
mineralisation, within oxide and supergene horizons over

a nominal 250m (north-south) x 200m (east-west) footprint.

In December 2021, a maiden Mineral Resource was
reported at the Constellation deposit of 3.3Mt at
1.4% copper and 0.3 g/t gold for 47kt of contained
copper metal and 36koz of contained gold metal.

Ongoing drilling throughout the first half of CY2022
culminated in an updated Mineral Resource estimate
released in August 2022.

The updated Mineral Resource totals 6.7Mt at 1.9%
copper and 0.6g/t gold for 123kt contained copper

metal and 125koz contained gold metal.

The Mineral Resource incorporates potential open-pitable
mineralisation to 200m below surface and includes a
combination of oxide, supergene and some sulphide
copper. The Inferred Mineral Resource extends a further
250m below the base of the conceptual pit design. The
Constellation deposit remains open down plunge and
along strike at depth below the base of drilling. Several
modelled DHEM conductors extend several hundreds

of metres below the deepest drillhole at Constellation.
There is significant potential to increase the Constellation

Mineral Resource inventory with further drilling.

Copper mineralisation at Constellation has now
been traced 1,100m down plunge and remains
open down plunge and along strike (at depth).

Further resource definition drilling is planned at Constellation.
The initial focus will continue to target the sub-vertical lens
along the northern margin of the known deposit. An update
Mineral Resource estimate will be release late FY2023.

INITIAL METALLURGICAL TESTING

Initial bench scale metallurgical testwork was completed
on different sample types from mineralisation within

the conceptual open pit for the Constellation

deposit. This preliminary testwork was conducted

on samples comprised of reverse circulation chips

from several drill holes, predominantly across the

oxide and supergene mineralisation. Follow up fest

work is using samples from diamond drill hole.

The testwork results indicate good copper
recoveries and saleable concentrate grades for
the supergene samples via flotation and indicates

that Tritton will be able to treat this material.
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Recovery estimated from testing pure sulphide
ore indicates the ore behaves similar to other
deposits at the Tritton Copper Operations.

For the oxide mineralisation, testwork results
indicate heap leach recoveries for copper that
are consistent with recoveries experienced

previously at the Murrawombie heap leach.

The recoveries projected from this initial testwork are
consistent with those assumed in calculating the update
Mineral Resource estimate for the Constellation deposit.
Pure sulphide mineralisation is geologically very similar
to other deposits at the Tritton Copper operations.

MURRAWOMBIE EXPLORATION

Kurrajong
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KURRAJONG EXPLORATION

The Kurrajong deposit is located approximately 20km
east from the Tritton processing plant. Prior drilling

at the Kurrajong deposit in 2012 and 2016 defined

a massive sulphide horizon from 300m below surface
and extending to 1,100m down plunge. The mineralised

system remains open to the north and down plunge.

Late in the financial year, a resource definition drill
program commenced. Two diamond drill holes

were completed during the June quarter, both
intersecting sulphide mineralisation, and returning

high grade copper intersections including:

« TKJD025 5.74m @ 4.32% Cu, 0.54g/t Au, 14.0g/t Ag (5.5)'.

« TKJD026 5.86m @ 1.67% Cu, 0.20g/t Au, 7.7g/t Ag (5.4)'.

OPERATIONS

The first half of the financial year saw Cracow operations
return lower than expected production due to lower
gold grades mined.

The mined gold grades underperformed compared

fo infernal targets due to the geology models
overestimating grades in areas outside the high-grade
core of the Western Vein Field deposits. A significant
amount of work has been undertaken to address these
issues, with geological models rebuilt to increase grade

confidence and improve production planning for FY2023.

The Cracow mill however, performed well during FY2022,
processing record throughput of 644kt. Low-grade
stockpiled material, from historical open pit mining at
the site, confinues to be used to supplement ore from

the underground mine.

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EXPLORATION

The Company spent $8.1 million on exploration activities
in FY2022, on both greenfield and brownfield targets,
particularly on the Golden Plateau deposit in the
Eastern Vein Field.

ROSES PRIDE EXPLORATION PROJECT

The Roses Pride deposit represents the northern most
ore deposit mined at Cracow since modern mining
commenced in 2004. Previous underground activities
at Roses Pride accessed and mined the deposit

fo 200m below surface. Intermittent surface drill
programs have been completed in the past,

seeking to define up-plunge, near surface exftensions

to the Roses Pride mineralised system.

Drilling Roses Pride continued during FY2022 with
the completion of a further 21 drill holes.

Significant high grade intersections included:
* RPS060 - 4m @ 5.18g/t Au (1.3m)".

- RPS072 - 5m @ 3.54g/t Au (1.8m)'.

- RPS078 - 14m @ 2.36g/t Au (4.8m)'.

GOLDEN PLATEAU EXPLORATION PROJECT

The Golden Plateau deposit is located Tkm north from
the Cracow mill and was first mined in the 1930's and

continued sporadically until the mid-1990’s.

Historical mining was via a combination of open pit and
underground mining with approximately 850,000 ounces

gold mined.

Past owners have completed a considerable amount

of drilling across the Golden Plateau mineralised footprint.
From the existing drill data and historical information
available, there remains significant potential to define

mineralisation for conversion to a Mineral Resource.

Throughout FY2022, Cracow undertook a drill program
designed to test extensions to mined shoots (down
plunge and along strike), test gold grades within areas
of the underground development where no mining
appears to have been undertaken and fo validate

the current void model.

Historical mining focused on selectively mining
high-grade gold shoots within broader low-grade east-
west tfrending quartz lodes. Drilling completed during
FY2022 has shown that the formation of high-grade shoots
is controlled by north-south frending, steeply dipping
structures. These structures also host quartz veins and
high-grade mineralisation away from the historic mining
footprint (approximately 200 metres with current drilling),
resulting in a significant increase in the prospectivity

of the Golden Plateau deposit. Resource definition
driling at Golden Plateau has targeted 5 priority lodes

in proximity to previously mined high-grade shoofts. At
the completion of the drill program the data will be used
to generate a maiden Mineral Resource estimate for

the Golden Plateau deposit, expected during FY2023.



SOUTHERN VEIN FIELD EXPLORATION

Limited exploration work has been completed within
the Southern Vein Field, with the exception of two
seismic survey fraverses and several deep diamond drill
holes, and as a result its regional structural architecture
is poorly understood.

A ground geophysical survey (MT survey) was frialled over
the Southern Vein Field during FY2022. The aim of the survey
was to identify the regional fault architecture below

the Back Creek cover sequences and was completed

on 400m and 800m spaced east-west lines, with station
spacing 100m along each line. The survey covered

an approximate 5 kilometres north-south x 4 kilometres
east-west corridor immediately south from the current

underground workings.

The MT survey successfully identified key lineaments within
the Camboon Volcanics to depths exceeding 1,000m
below the surface. Preliminary geological interpretation
based on the MT dataset enable the identification of key
regional lineaments and its data outputs led to refinement
of the key target areas, of which é have ben idenfified
based off the MT dataset.

Later in the year, a second MT survey was undertaken

to provide a more detailed dataset to refine the structural
architecture and constrain the priority target areas further.
The survey comprised approximately 55 line kilometres

of coverage on 200m-spaced north-south oriented lines in
an attempt to further define the west-north-west to
north-west striking structures and better predict where they

are intersected by later structures.

At the end of the year, approximately 60% of the infill
MT survey was complete.
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WESTERN VEIN FIELD EXPLORATION - ENIGMA

FAULT STRUCTURE

Newly identified in FY2022, the interpreted east-west
Enigma structure is a fault structure first identified
from recent development within the southern

limits of the current underground workings.

Few historical holes have intersected the structure. Those
that have generally contained considerable epithermal
quartz vein volume. Assay resulfs report low grade gold
anomalism only, but locally very highly anomalous silver

and other pathfinder elements such as tellurium.

The Enigma fault is interpreted to be the same age
as the highly endowed Klondyke-Royal quartz vein
structure (800koz Au) and appears to have direct
connectivity with the magmatic-hydrothermal system
responsible for driving the epithermal process at
Cracow. It likely acted as a fluid conduit enabling
gold mineralisation to deposit along the north-south
intersecting structure at the Killarney position.

The key criteria for a significant ore shoot fo form
along the Enigma fault is discrete zones of enhanced
dilation along the fault structure, likely to be related

to localised changes in the orientation of the structure.

The completed MT survey identified two discrete

resistivity anomalies located adjacent fo the interpreted
Enigma structure. The resistivity anomalies could be
associated with zones of dilation and enhanced epithermal
quartz vein volume along the structure fault. Drilling
completed in FY2022 intersected the Enigma structure
below the interpreted precious metal window. Further
drilling is planned in FY2023 targeting a more prospective
horizon further up-dip than the initial drill program.







JAGUAR ZINC/COPPER OPERATIONS

Jaguar Operations is an established underground zinc, copper, gold
and silver mining operation located é65km north of Leonora in the Eastern
Goldfields region of Western Australia. It was acquired by Aeris Resources

on 1 July 2022.

The Jaguar Operations tenement package spans
a 410km? area and hosts multiple favourable
stratigraphic horizons along a 50km corridor.

Operations include an underground mine at

the Bentley deposit utilising open stoping methods
and a 600ktpa processing plant producing copper
and zinc concentrates with precious metals
by-products. Concentrates are trucked to Geralton
for export to customers internationally.

Since first production in 2010, Bentley Mine
has mined more than 3.9Mt of ore, producing

approximately 42.5kt of copper, 318.6kt of zinc,

and 13.6Moz of silver (as at August 2021).

DEVELOPMENT AND EXPLORATION PROJECTS

Jaguar Operations has a long history of reserve
replacement over its +10 year life. Exploration
activities are currently focused on near-term mine life
extension opportunities at the existing Bentley Mine.

A maiden Mineral Resource was estimated for the
Turbo lens at Bentley in 2021. The high-grade lens,
which remains open at depth, is a key exploration
target for Aeris and demonstrates the exploration
potential at Jaguar.

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NORTH QUEENSLAND COPPER OPERATIONS

North Queensland Copper Operations comprises the Mt Colin
copper mine, the Barbara development project and a prospective,
967.35km? tenement package in the Mt Isa/Cloncurry region.

It was acquired by Aeris Resources on 1 July 2022.

Originally an open cut operation, Mt Colin
produced its first ore from underground activities

in September 2019. Ore is mined using long

hole open stoping methods. Run of mine ore

is crushed on site before being transported by
road frain to the Mount Isa processing facility
for toll treatment. The copper-gold concentrate
produced is smelted in Mount Isa before being
railed to the copper refinery in Townsville.

DEVELOPMENT AND

EXPLORATION PROJECTS

With production at Mt Colin due to complete in
FY2024, exploration activities are focused on the
nearby Barbara deposit. Barbara was previously
mined as an open pit operation and a significant
copper-gold resource remains below the pit.
Aeris will undertake further mining studies to
investigate the potential of a new underground
operation at Barbara.

In addition to the Mt Colin and Barbara mines,
North Queensland Copper Operations also
includes a large regional exploration package.
The tenement package is divided into three
main areas:

* Hazel Creek area;
* Central Exploration area near Cloncurry; and
» Soldiers Cap area to the south of Cloncurry.

The tenement package is considered

prospective for IOCG-style copper-gold deposits

as well as lead-zinc-silver deposits. North Qld Tenement Map

Aeris will undertake further mining studies
to investigate the potential of a new

underground operation at Barbara.




STOCKMAN PROJECT

The Stockman Project is an advanced copper and zinc development

project located approximately 300km north-east of Melbourne in the
East Gippsland region of Victoria. It was acquired by Aeris on

1 July 2022. Stockman is an exciting long-life project with all primary
approvals granted and a definitive feasibility study (DFS) well underway.
Aeris is targeting a final investment decision by the end of FY2023.

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The development concept consists of two underground
mines, the historic Wilga Mine and the new Currawong

Mine and supporting infrasfructure including the processing

plant and an accommodation village.

Operations will employ conventional long hole

stoping and backfill mining methods. Ore will undergo
conventional crushing and grinding before being treated
using sequential flotation to produce copper and zinc

concenfrates containing silver and gold by-products.

The concentrates will be loaded into containers for
fransport via road train to port for shipping to smelters.
Tailings from the process plant will be used to produce

paste fill for backfilling underground mining voids. Surplus

tailings will be placed in the existing surface tailings storage

facility which will be recommissioned during construction.

EXPLORATION PROJECTS

The Stockman project’s tenements host more than

50 prospects of exploration interest. Most of these
prospects are geologically, similar to Wilga and
Currawong. Mineral Resources have been defined

at the Eureka and Bigfoot deposits but are not
currently included in the mine plan. Further exploration
is planned across the tenement package.

OTHER PROJECTS

CANBELEGO JOINT VENTURE (AERIS 30%)

Aeris, through its subsidiary, Tritton Resources Pty Ltd,
holds a 30% interest in the Canbelego Project

(EL 6105), a Joint Venture (JV) with Oxley Resources
(70% interest), a subsidiary of Helix Resources
(ASX:HLX). EI 6105 is approximately 45kms

west of the Tritton processing facility.

Exploration activities and management of the exploration
licence are undertaken by our JV partner. Within the
exploration licence the most advanced project is the
Canbelego deposit. Copper mineralisation at Canbelego
has been traced from surface to approximately 300m
below surface. Copper mineralisation within the primary
sulphide horizon is associated with chalcopyrite, forming
arange of sulphide ftextures including disseminations,
stringers, veins and semi to massive accumulations.

The mineralised system remains open along strike

(north and south) and down plunge.

During FY2022, drilling was undertaken to test the down
plunge continuation of the mineralised system at
Canbelego. Sulphide mineralisation was intersected in
a number of holes, extending the high-grade copper
lens. Driling was also undertaken immediately west

of the Canbelego deposit. Several new parallel
copper frends were discovered with further drilling

planned to test the extents of the mineralised trends.

TORRENS JOINT VENTURE (AERIS 70%)

The Torrens Project is a South Australian greenfield
exploration Joint Venture between Aeris Resources
(70% interest) and Kelaray Pty Ltd (a wholly owned
subsidiary of Argonaut Resources NL).

The Joint Venture is exploring for IOCG systems in
the highly prospective Stuart Shelf region of

South Australia. The project is situated 75 kilometres
from BHP Group's Olympic Dam mine and within

50km of OZ Mineral's Carrapateena mine.

DISTURBANCE AND RESTORATION

At the end of FY2022, our operating disturbance
footprint was 222 hectares at Cracow and 730 hectares
at Tritton, equating to 13.2% and 14% of total land

area under Aeris management. Our current operations
at Cracow and Tritton are underground mines

which have a minimal disturbance footprint limited

fo tailings storage landforms, processing and services
areas and mine infrastructure areas (MIA) resulting

in the landscape remaining largely untouched.

Both Cracow and Tritton operations host historical mining
areas and landforms as legacy areas to rehabilitate. In

this regard, Cracow has progressed rehabilitation and land
restoration across 12 hectares, which is 5.2% of disturbed
land to date, and Tritton is in the process of rehabilitating
146.9 hectares which is 20% of disturbed land.

TAILINGS MANAGEMENT

During FY2022 Cracow commissioned its new failings
storage facility, TSF2. In addition to this new facility,
Cracow has a number of decommissioned trailing

facilities which are in various stages of closure.

Cracow is currently undertaking revegetation trials
to test various cover designs as part of progressive
rehabilitation of its decommissioned tailings facilities.

At Tritton, we use a single storage facility which is lifted over
fime. We are currenftly trialling a range of revegetation

techniques ahead of rehabilitation management plans.

All tailings storage facilities at both operations underwent
annual engineering inspections by an independent

specialist in FY2022, with no maijor issues raised.

LEACH PAD REHABILITATION TRIALS

In FY2021, Tritton began a frial to treat the historical
leach pad using an innovative approach of applying
desalination brine water onto the leach pad

to neutralise legacy acid rock drainage occurring in

the landforms and improve groundwater outcomes.

The plant has multiple sustainable design elements

with the system setup on a closed loop. The desalinated
brine water is applied and then captured and

pumped back onto the leach pad, with solar power
generating the energy for the pump. The frial is currently

smalll scale, with testing for wider application.

In FY2022, the trial was well underway, with the site
environment team learning much about the chemistry
and the operation of sprays, rain guards and pumps. Early
indications after the first year are promising. The water
draining from the frial pad shows a clear improvement

in water pH with reducing acidity after interactions. The
process is also capable of recovering remnant copper
which historical leach methods had previously left behind.

WORKING WITH NATURAL MATERIALS
FOR SUSTAINABLE REVEGETATION

Rehabilitation is a process of restoration
of the landscape to establish stable, sustainable
vegetation and soils fit for purpose for many years.

At Tritton we are trialling three different types

of rehabilitation methods to explore options

of how best fo revegetate tailings storage landform
walls in the savannah and semi-arid landscape

of central NSW with native biodiversity.

Because there are so many different
components to achieving healthy growth
and each situation varies, rehabilitation trials
involve healthy curiosity from our environment
professionals and an adaptive approach.

In this instance, we're trialling rates of natural restoration
with periodic protection from wildlife, use of fallen logs
and branches with rough surfaces to create growing
spaces, and shallow burrows to capture rainfall and

provide spaces where native seeds can sprout.

Over the coming years, we will continue
fo trial, learn and adapt our revegetation methods
and maximise healthy biodiversity for the region.



MINIMAL FOOTPRINT DESIGN

Aeris has progressed three new mining areas over the past

year. Each are active examples of minimal foofprint design:

1. Aeris progressed work on the underground Avoca
Tank development project within the Tritton Copper
Operations footprint. Avoca Tank is accessed via a
historical pit with all waste rock contained within the
pit, eliminating the need for additional disturbances.
The main access road fo the mine is built to a minimum
footprint and follows a safe, gently winding track
that was designed to preserve native trees and
vegetation and protect cultural heritage in the area.

Undertake benchmark biodiversity
surveys for all sites.

Progressing rehabilitation
plans for all operations.

DIVERSITY AND INCLUSION

2. Tritton Copper Operations also commenced
production at the Budgerygar deposit in FY2022,

demonstrating another opportunity for new underground

mining without any additional surface impact.

3. At Cracow, access to the Roses Pride orebody
was conceived by previous owners as an open
pit design, but the Aeris technical teams have
redesigned it as an underground mine, which has
a lower impact on the landscape. This redesign is an
example of our sustainable principle of ‘good for
business, good for others’ and dramatically reduces
the impact to our landscape, along with associated
permitting and cost optimisation outcomes.

Biodiversity offset is included in all new mines development.

It is achieved through a variety of mechanisms that

best suit the individual project. Tritton is to develop

a concept for how to best establish biodiversity for
all future projects in a coordinated solution that
is effective and viable in the very long term.

GENDER DIVERSITY INCREASED

In FY2022, Aeris undertook its first company-wide culture
and engagement survey with participation from 63%

of the workforce. This included 84% of the corporate
office, 73% at Cracow Gold Operations and 54% aft Tritton
Copper Operations
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The People Survey was developed to ensure the Executive,
Senior Leadership Team and the Aeris Board of Directors
are informed about the employee experience at Aeris,
using consistent measurements for employee engagement,
motivation, commitment, and company alignment across

Aeris workplaces.

The People Survey generated robust data to help
us understand what it's like to work at Aeris and

the experiences our people have across Aeris workplaces.

These insights highlighted consistently high-performing
areas and provided direction for action planning

to improve our employee experience. Aeris achieved
sfrong results in areas such as teamwork, alignment and
involvement, and work life blend.

The People Survey results also enabled Aeris to identify
areas where the business can improve the employee
experience including learning and development and
communication.

HIGH RATES OF PARTICIPATION

Aeris undertook an indigenous participation benchmarking
survey fo determine the level of representation amongst

(ATSI) diversity.

The results were pleasing with a total of 11% of employees
identifying as Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander, with

18% of the workforce at Tritton and 6% of the workforce
at Cracow. This year we also welcomed one new

indigenous apprentice.

During the reporting year Aeris remained an active
member of the local indigenous communities in which we
operate. We continued to participate in many significant
cultural events fo maintain and strengthen our community
relationships. At Cracow, we have enjoyed working with
the Wulli Wulli people to support our long-term relatfionship

and encourage participation in our trainee programs at site.

WORKPLACE OF RESPECT

During FY2022 Aeris launched an important initiative
called the ‘Workplace of Respect’ program. This program
supports our existing Whistleblower Policy and consists

of the Workplace of Respect Policy, Issues Resolution
procedure, and interactive online fraining program.

The program describes the environment all employees
and contractors can expect when they come to work
at Aeris and provides clear expectations of acceptable
workplace behaviour.

The Company has taken a firm stance in relation

to inappropriate behaviour in the workplace, with

the program outlining zero tolerance for bullying,
harassment and/or discrimination. The issues resolution
procedure provides the steps employees and
contractors should take to address issues of concern,
and refers to the ‘Whistleblower Stopline’, an externally
managed hotline to raise concerns as documented in
the Whistleblower Policy.

In FY2022:

* Processing represented between 37-47%
of the total carbon footprint. This includes
activities like crushing and water pumping;

* Diesel usage, associated mostly with underground
vehicles, produced 12-18% of our total carbon.

During FY2022, our total carbon footprint grew
to 142,000t CO2e, from 132,000t CO2e in FY2021.

WATER EFFICIENCY AND CONTAINMENT

Cracow maintained its carbon footprint at around
48,000 tCO2e in FY2022.

The carbon footprint at the Tritton Copper Operations
has increased by 10% in the last 12 months: moving from
~86,000t CO2e in FY2021 to 95,000t CO2e over FY2022.

This increased use of energy has been associated with
the commencement of operations at Avoca Tank
and Budgerygar mines, as well the increased

depths and tonnages at the Tritton mine.

Two power reduction projects are expected to deliver
savings in FY2023. They include a variable speed motor for
river pumping, rather than a constant speed pump which
will provide for more efficient energy use. In addition,

an upgrade of measurement infrastructure of usage

from the grid is also planned which will enable more
informed decisions about power usage to be made.

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Over the past 12 months, both Cracow and Tritton saw
areduction in the use of raw water, due to increased
dewatering and stormwater capture re-use at the mines.

We experienced substantial rainfall at both sites.

Cracow Gold Operations extracted 430ML (1.1ML/d)
from the Dawson River which was a 46% reduction
compared to FY2021. This use represents a small

ICMM RISK MANAGEMENT
AND CONTINUOUS IMPROVEMENT

During FY2022, critical controls began in Q3 at Tritton and
continued throughout the year at Cracow. A total of

85 critical control checks were completed for both sites.

In FY2022, our Infernational Council on Mining and Metals
(ICMM) aligned risk management change program
commenced and implementation will continue into FY2023.
Our newly promoted Group Manager — Health, Safety and
Risk will play a group leadership role in ensuring alignment
and synergy across the business in relation to safety,

health and risk.

A total of 25 detailed Incident Cause Analysis Method
(ICAM) investigations were completed during the year
following incidents and injuries to enable contfinuous

improvement of our risk management and

safety behaviours.




INJURY RATES

The total recordable injury frequency rate (TRIFR) for
Aeris for FY2022 was 13.7, which was similar to the FY2021
frequency rate of 13.3 (based on 1 million working hours,
or equivalent/500ppl/year).

Recordable injuries are defined as any injury
that requires medical freatment and results in
a restricted work plan, meaning the individual
is unable to perform their usual role.

Total lost time injury (LTl) rates rose from 2.9 in FY2021 fo
3.6in FY2022. The LTI's onsite were low in severity, but long
in duration of recovery time. The frequency rate increased
due to anincrease in LTI's, coupled with a decrease in

work hours across the business.

LTI frequency rate is an important part of measuring our
safety performance onsite, but more than that, it serves

as a marker and falking point for the workforce and other
key stakeholders to come together and discuss how safety
can be improved prior to and as a discussion point once

incidents have occurred.

In the last six months of the year, rates have been

positively frending showing significant improvement across
the portfolio. Both operations experienced a change in site
leadership in FY2022 and as the workforce stabilises and
ongoing safety improvements are implemented,

we anticipate increased safety performance.

Annual reviews of the site’s Health and Hygiene
Management Plans (HHMP) are undertaken by certified
Occupational Hygienists. The purpose of this review

is to highlight improvements to the site's exposure
profiles, including whether controls implemented

over the previous year have been successful.

To demonstrate ongoing management and compliance, a
quarterly review of hygiene monitoring is fo be completed
at each site and is to be submitted to the Group Manager
— Health, Safety and Risk, highlighting reporting results, key

findings and actions undertaken in the previous quarter.

HYGIENE EXPOSURE LIMITS

Hygiene exposure is monitored at both sites in relation
to diesel particulate and respirable silica levels to

ensure the health of our workforce is maintained.

The identification of health hazards at our operations
is undertaken by independent and certified Occupational
Hygienists in accordance with the requirements of industry

Recognised Standards.

In FY2022, all diesel particulate monitoring results were
below the required levels for acceptable occupational

exposure limits.

Respirable silica is an ongoing risk in an underground
environment and in FY2022, we experienced seven
exceedances atf our Tritton Copper Operations,

and only one exceedance reported at our

Cracow Gold Operations.

All exceedances were thoroughly investigated, with
appropriate remedial actions identified and implemented.
These included: the implementation of real-time dust
monitoring devices, the ongoing services of Occupational
Hygienists to assist in providing training and feedback

fo personnel that parficipate in sampling programs and
the continued enforcement of appropriate respiratory
protective devices as per site policies and procedures.

SIGNIFICANT CHANGES IN
THE STATE OF AFFAIRS

During the financial year ended 30 June 2022, the
primary operating assets of Aeris were its Tritton Copper
Operations, located near the town of Nyngan in central
New South Wales, and the Cracow Gold Operations

located near the town of Theodore in Central Queensland.

On 28 April 2022, Aeris announced the transformational
acquisition of Round Oak Minerals from Washington
H.Soul Pattinson Limited (WHSP) and a A$117 million
equity raise. Round Oak Minerals is an Australian focused
resources company with its primary assets being:

* Jaguar Zn/Cu mine in Western Australia;
* Mt Colin Cu mine in North-West Queensland; and
* Stockman Cu/Zn development project in Victoria.

The transaction completed on 1 July 2022. A$100 million of
the A$117 million equity raise (placement and entitlement
offer) was received by 30 June 2022, with the balance being
received on 1 July 2022. On completion of the equity raise
the company had also obtained approval at the EGM held
on 24 June 2022 to consolidate every 7 ordinary shares into

1 ordinary share. The consolidation fook effect in July 2022.

REPAYMENT OF DEBT AND ESTABLISHMENT

OF ANZ BANKING FACILITIES

In July 2021, the consolidated entity repaid the outstanding
balance (US$20.25 million) of its senior debt (Tranche A
(Working Capital) Facility) with Special Portfolio Opportunity
V Limited (SPOV) (a subsidiary of a fund managed by PAG).

Also in July 2021, the consolidated entity entered into

a financing facility agreement with Australia and New
Zealand Banking Group Limited (ANZ) for it to provide:
*  A$35 million Contingent Instrument Facility;

*  A$20 million Working Capital Facility, and
* Unsecured gold hedging lines.

The ANZ facilities have subsequently been renewed with

the Contingent Instrument Facility increased to A$45 million.

GOLD AND COPPER HEDGING

Copper hedging

In July and August 2021 Aeris had also settled previous

hedging undertaken namely:

e 833 tonnes per month at a forward Price of A$9,228
ending July 2021; and

667 tonnes per month through a Zero net Premium
Option Collars where Aeris buys puts (strike price
A$10,000/t) and sells (strike price A$11,100/t) call options
to form a collar structure with zero premium payable,
ending July 2021.

Aeris also entered into unsecured copper hedging
arrangements with Macquarie Bank Limited on

13 July 2021. The hedges covered the period from

August 2021 to June 2022 in scheduled monthly deliveries
of 550 tonnes (6,050 tonnes in total). The hedges were
through Zero net Premium Option Collars, where Aeris buys
puts and sells call options to form a collar structure with
Zero premium payable:

e The strike price of the put options is A$11,900/t; and

e The strike price of the call options is A$12,900/t.

Gold hedging

In December 2021 Aeris undertook gold hedging for
21,0000z (1,7500z per month from November 2021
and October 2022), at A$2,538.54/0z, and represents
approximately 30% of targeted production at its

Cracow Gold Operations over that period.

In February 2022 Aeris entered into further unsecured

A$ gold hedges with ANZ for 30,000 ounces (1,7500z per
month from March to October 2022; 3,5000z per month for
November and December 2022; and 1,5000z per month
from January to June 2023) at an average forward price
of A$2,635.57/0z.

Cracow gold production is hedged approximately
70% to the end of calendar 2022 and 30% for the first half
of calendar 2023.

The net position of copper and gold hedges settled
during the financial year ended 30 June 2022 totalled
A$7.269 million.

During the financial year ended 30 June 2022, Tritton
produced 18,581 tonnes of copper, within the guidance
range (18,500t — 19,500t). All-in-sustaining-cost (AISC)
however of A$5.10/Ib, was slightly above the top end

of the guidance range (A$4.65/1b - $4.85/1b), primarily due
to cost and labour market pressures, which are impacting
the whole industry. Tight management of operating and

capital costs confinues to be a focus for management.

Copper grades in ore mined, primarily at the Tritton
underground mine, were below farget during the first

half of the financial year. As a result, a revised strategy

was implemented at Tritton in January with a focus on
improving grade by targeting higher grade areas, with

a reduction in ore tonnes. This strategy required stope
re-design which took several months to flow through, with
higher grades being achieved from the end of March 2022.

Since Tritton commenced operations in 2005, the Tritton
underground mine has been the primary source of ore
feed for the processing plant (Tritton Mill) and from
2016, the Murrawombie underground mine has been
the supplemental ore source. Over the next few years
production levels from both of these mines will reduce
and new ore sources will be brought into production

from our project pipeline.

During the year multiple projects in the pipeline were
materially progressed as the Company targets extending
the mine life at Tritton to the back end of the decade
and beyond:

Budgerygar deposit — an extension of the

Tritton underground mine;
Avoca Tank underground mine; and

Maiden mineral resource estimate at the

Constellation deposit.

Production from the new mine projects at the Budgerygar
and Avoca Tank deposits are scheduled to ramp-up during
the financial year ended 30 June 2023 and will extend

the life of Tritton as well as materially increase copper

head grade.

Multiple mining scenarios were examined for

the Murrwombie Pit cut-back. These have been
complicated by the proposed timing of this project
coinciding with underground mining operations at
Murrawombie, which has resulted in a smaller pit-shell
being required compared to earlier, preliminary pit designs.
During July 2022, the decision was taken to postpone

the Murrawombie Pit cut-back until a later date, once

the underground operations at Murrawombie had ceased,

allowing the pit design fo be opfimised.

Since Tritton commenced
operations in 2005, the Triffon

underground mine has been
the primary source of ore
feed for the processing
plant (Tritton Mill).




EXPLORATION

The Tritton tenement package covers 2,330km? in central
western New South Wales. To date, over 850,000 fonnes

of copper, including the current Mineral Resource deposits,
has been discovered on the tenement package, with

the majority being in the southern half.

The northern half of the tenement package remains
largely underexplored and in recent years on-ground
exploration has focused on activities over this area. The
recent discovery of the Constellation deposit validates
the Company’s view the northern half of the tfenement

package is highly prospective for copper mineralisation.

A$11.5 million was spent on exploration activities during
the financial year ended 30 June 2022 (including
Constellation resource drilling). During the financial year
ending 30 June 2023 exploration activities will be focused
on advancing regional farget generation, including drill
testing, combined with some additional resource definition

driling at the Constellation and Kurrajong deposits.

Constellation Deposit

The Constellation deposit is located approximately

45 kilometres north-east of the Tritton processing plant.
The deposit was first detected via an airborne
electromagnetic (AEM) survey and a follow-up ground
based moving loop electromagnetic (MLTEM) survey.
The MLTEM survey verified that the EM response

from the airborne survey represented a legitimate
bedrock conductor and identified two separate

bedrock conductors.

During the financial year ended 30 June 2022, ongoing
exploration activities continued at the Constellation
deposit. Both Reverse Circulation (RC) and Diamond
drilling programs were progressed resulting in mineralisation
being identified down-plunge to 1,100m and up to 300m
along strike. The Constellation deposit remains open, down
plunge and along strike at depth.

A Maiden Mineral Resource was reported in December
2021, totalling 3.3 million tonnes at 1.4 percent copper and
0.3 g/t gold, for 47kt of contained copper metal and 3ékoz
of contained gold metal. An Explorafion Target (6Mt — 8Mt
at 1.7% - 2.2% copper) was also defined for the primary
mineralisation, approximately 750m down plunge from

the base of the Mineral Resource. The potential quantity
and grade of the Exploration Target is conceptual in
nature and is therefore an approximation. There has

been insufficient exploration drilling to estimate a Mineral
Resource and it is uncertain if further exploration will result in

the estimation of a Mineral Resource.

The Exploration Target was prepared and reported in
accordance with the 2012 edition of the JORC Code.

An updated Mineral Resource estimate is in progress and
expected to be completed in the first half of FY2023.

Avoca Tank Deposit

Drilling at the Avoca Tank has traced the mineralised
system fo approximately 400m below surface.

Toward the base of drilling the sulphide mineralisation

is interpreted to change strike orientation. Towards

the end of the financial year an exploration drillhole
(TAKDO46) was completed, testing down plunge confinuity.
TAKDO46 intersected massive sulphides 75m down

plunge from the current Mineral Resource and downhole
electromagnetic (EM) surveying detected a large EM

conductor below the Mineral Resource.

Murrawombie Deposit

Grade confrol drilling completed at Murrawombie
during FY2022 supports the current geological
inferpretation, with follow-up drilling required to further
define smaller, high-grade lodes. Additionally, the latest
drilling has confirmed mineralised intersections outside
of the previously reported Mineral Resource, which will

be followed-up with future driling campaigns. We are

confident that the mineralisation will be extended at depth.

Kurrajong Project

The Kurrajong deposit is located approximately

20 kilometres east from the Tritton processing plant. Prior
drilling at the Kurrajong deposit in 2012 and 2016 defined
a massive sulphide horizon from 300m below surface and
extending to 1,100m down plunge. The mineralised system
remains open o the north and down plunge and

in the last quarter of the financial year ended 30 June 2022,

a resource definition drill program commenced and once
completed a maiden Mineral Resource will be reported for
the Kurrajong deposit.

Two drill holes from the current resource definition drilling
program were completed prior to 30 June 2022 with both
drill holes intersecting sulphide mineralisation.

REGIONAL EXPLORATION

Regional exploration focused on the northern half

of the tenement package with the completion of a large
airborne electromagnetic (AEM) survey and surface
geochemistry sampling programs. The AEM survey covered
a 600km? area north from a similar AEM survey completed
in 2019 which detected the Constellation deposit and led
to the discovery.
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CRACOW GOLD OPERATIONS (CRACOW)

Production for the financial year ended 30 June 2022,
at 53,920 ounces of gold was below guidance

(56koz — 59koz). AISC of A$1,911/0z was also below
guidance (A$1,775/0z - A$1,825/0z) primarily due

to the lower than targeted gold production.

A significant amount of work was undertaken during

the year to address the issue of the lower than expected
gold grades from ore mined. The plan to extend mine

life at Cracow included mining more of the lower grade
resource outside the high-grade zones atf the core

of the vein deposits. These areas that are on the periphery
of the vein deposits contain significant gold, although at
lower grades. The mined gold grades underperformed
compared to internal targets due to the geology models
overestimating grades in areas outside the high-grade core
of the Western Vein Field deposits. A significant amount

of work has been undertaken to address these issues, with
geological models rebuilt to increase grade confidence

and improve production planning for FY2023.

The Cracow processing plant performed well during

the financial year, with a record throughput of 644kt.
Low-grade stockpiled material, from historical open pit
mining at the site, contfinue to be used to supplement ore
from the underground mine. Pre-crushing and screening

of this stockpiled material, prior to adding to the processing
circuit, assisted with achieving the high throughput rates.

The lower gold production was also the major confributor
to the higher than targeted AISC. Operating and sustaining
capital expenditure were below internal targets, reflecting
a strong focus on cost management by the site feam. Like
Tritton, Cracow was also impacted by labour availability
and general cost inflation.




EXPLORATION

Since Aeris fook ownership of Cracow at the beginning
of July 2020, one of the key focuses has been mine

life extension. The Company spent A$12.1 million on
exploration activities in the financial year, on both
greenfield and brownfield targets, particularly on

the Golden Plateau deposit in the Eastern Vein Field.

Roses Pride Exploration Project

The Roses Pride high grade deposit represents the northern
most ore deposit mined at Cracow since modern

mining commenced in 2004. Underground activities at
Roses Pride previously accessed and mined the deposit

fo 200m below surface.

Intermittent surface drill programs have been completed
in the past, seeking to define up-plunge, near surface
extensions to the Roses Pride mineralised system.

In the previous financial year, Cracow undertook a

RC drill program testing mineralisation up to 400m along
strike (north) from previous mine development. The drill
program led to an updated Mineral Resource estimate.

Golden Plateau Exploration Project

The Golden Plateau deposit is located 1 kilometre north
from the Cracow processing plant and was first mined in
the 1930's and mining continued sporadically until the
mid-1990’s. Historical mining was a combination of open
pit and underground mining and was reported fo total
approximately 850,000 ounces.

Resource
definition drilling

at Golden Plateau
has commenced
and is targeting

5 priority lodes.

Past owners have completed a considerable amount

of drilling across the Golden Plateau mineralised footprint.
From the existing drill data and historical information
available, there remains significant potential to define
mineralisation for conversion to a Mineral Resource.

Throughout the financial year a drilling program was
undertaken, designed fo test extensions to mined shoots
(down plunge and along strike), test gold grades within
areas of the underground development where no mining
appears to have been undertaken and to validate

the current void model.

Historical mining focused on selectively mining
high-grade gold shoofts within broader low-grade
east-west trending quartz lodes. Drilling completed
during the financial year has shown that the formation

of high-grade shoofs is confrolled by north-south trending,
steeply dipping structures. These structures also host
quartz veins and high-grade mineralisation away from
the historic mining footprint (approximately 200 metres
with current drilling), resulting in a significant increase in

the prospectivity of the Golden Plateau deposit.

A resource definition drilling at Golden Plateau has
commenced and is fargeting 5 priority lodes in proximity
fo previously mined high-grade shoots. At the completion
of the resource definition drill program the data will be
used to generate a maiden Mineral Resource estimate
for the Golden Plateau deposit, expected during first half
of FY2023.
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Southern Vein Field Exploration

Limited exploration work has been completed
within the Southern Vein Field, with the exception
of two seismic survey traverses and several deep
diamond drill holes, and as a result, its regional

structural architecture is poorly understood.

An MT survey program undertaken during the financial
year successfully identified key lineaments within

the Camboon Volcanics to depths exceeding 1,000m
below surface. Preliminary geological interpretation

based on the MT dataset defined six key target areas

which warrant further investigation. At the end of the year,

approximately 60% of an infill MT survey was complete.

Western Vein Field Exploration

Enigma Fault Structure

The interpreted east-west Enigma structure is a newly
identified (during FY2022) fault structure first identified
from recent underground development within

the southern limits of the current underground workings.

The few historical holes that have intersected the structure
have generally contained considerable epithermal
quartz vein volume. Assay resulfs report low grade gold
anomalism only, but locally very highly anomalous silver

and other pathfinder elements such as tellurium.

The Enigma fault is interprefed to be the same age as

the highly endowed Klondyke-Royal quartz vein structure
(800koz Au) and appears to have direct connectivity with
the magmatic-hydrothermal system responsible for driving
the epithermal process at Cracow. The completed MT
survey identified two discrete resistivity anomalies located
adjacent to the interpreted Enigma structure. The resistivity
anomalies could be associated with zones of dilation

and enhanced epithermal quartz vein volume along

the structure fault. Driling completed in the financial year
intersected the Enigma structure below the interpreted
precious metal window. Further drilling is planned in

the coming financial year, targeting a more prospective
horizon further up-dip than the initial drill program.

Boughyard Exploration Project

The Boughyard prospect represents a high tonnage,
lower grade exploration target, which differs from
the low sulphidation epithermal deposits currently
mined at Cracow. A total of 6 holes were drilled

at Boughyard in the financial year however assay
resulfs were not encouraging, and exploration

activities have been redirected to other targets.

FINANCIAL REVIEW

During the financial year, Aeris’ two operational assets were the
Tritton Copper Operations (Tritton) in New South Wales and the
Cracow Gold Operations (Cracow) in Queensland.

EBITDA and adjusted EBITDA are non-IFRS earnings measures that do not have any standardised meaning prescribed

by IFRS, and therefore may not be comparable to EBITDA presented by other companies. These measures, which are

unaudited, are important to management as an additional way to evaluate the consolidated entity’'s performance.
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FINANCIAL RESULTS

The consolidated entity recorded a profit after tax
for the financial reporting year to 30 June 2022 of
A$6.010 million, compared with a profit after tax for
the year ended 30 June 2021 of A$61.240 million.
The results for this financial year were influenced

by a number of key factors, which included:

* Revenue was A$386.587 million, compared
to A$431.290 million for the previous corresponding
period. This reflects the following two factors:

o Revenue from the Tritton Copper Operations
was impacted by increased copper prices
received (A$12,931/t including the impact
of hedging) compared to the prior corresponding
period (A$10,413/t). These higher copper
prices were offset by lower copper production
of 18,581 tonnes compared to 22,987
for the prior corresponding period.

o Revenue from the Cracow Gold Operations,
was impacted by lower gold production
53,920 ounces of gold compared fo prior year
73,685 ounces of gold, offset slightly by increased
gold prices received (A$2,539/0z) compared
to the prior corresponding period (A$2,508/
0z), including the impact of hedging.

* Cost of goods sold increased to A$353.435 million
from A$337.895 million for the previous corresponding
period, with costs at both operations impacted
by general cost inflation and market pressures
that are impacting the whole industry;

* Transaction costs of A$1.951 million were recognised
for the year ended 30 June 2022 in relation
to the acquisition of the Round Oak Minerals Group;

Since early 2020, the COVID-19 pandemic has disrupted
conventional working arrangements globally and created
unique risks and challenges across a variety of industries.
The level of infection of COVID-19 experienced in both
NSW and QLD is closely monitored by management and
requires increased diligence and quick response as we

continue to prioritise the health and safety of our workers

and assess the current impact on our operations.

° Animpairment of A$4.4 milion was recognised in
relation to the Torrens Exploration Project; and

* Aloss of A$1.4 million was recognised for the year ended
30 June 2022 (30 June 2020: A$0.4 million) in relation
fo a movement in the fair value of the investment in
Australian listed equities, held at fair value through
the profit or loss.

FINANCIAL POSITION

At 30 June 2022, the consolidated entity had a
positive net asset position of A$287.938 million
(30 June 2021: A$183.864 million). The June 2022
net asset position for the consolidated entity was
impacted by a number of key factors, including:

*  Completion of the initial A$100 million of the fully
underwritten A$117 million equity raise to fund
the cash component of the consideration
of the acquisition of the Round Oak Minerals
Group, that completed on 1 July 2022. Please
refer to note 19 of the financial statements for
additional information regarding the impact on
the financial position of the consolidated entity;

* During the year ended 30 June 2022, the Company
repaid the remaining US$20 million (A$27.6 million)
senior debt provided by Special Portfolio Opportunity IV
(SPOV) (a subsidiary of a fund managed by PAG); and

* Payment of the deferred consideration
(A$15,000,000) on 30 June 2022 in connection
with the Cracow acquisition.

The consolidated entity’s net cash inflow from
operating activities during the financial year was
A$923.000 million, with net cash outflows from investing
activities of A$112.926 million and net cash inflows
from financing activities of A$60.901 million.

Our current measures include, limiting access to
operational sites to essential personnel only, limiting travel,
adjusting work arrangements for site and corporate
teams and increased communication to our workforce
and partners. During the financial year, the number of
COVID-19 cases impacted activities at both Tritton and
Cracow as many employees and contractors either
tested positive for the virus, or were close contacts

and were required to isolate. This has resulted in lower
crew numbers, which impacted production and

maintenance activities during the financial year.




MATERIAL BUSINESS RISKS

Aeris prepares its business plan using estimates of production and financial
performance based on a range of assumptions and forecasts. There is
uncertainty in these assumptions and forecasts, and risk that variation
from them could result in actual performance being different to expected
oufcomes. Aeris acknowledges that business risks have the potential to
change over time and continually reviews key risks and uncertainties that
have the potential to impact the business.

The uncertainties arise from a range of factors, including
the nature of the mining industry, and general economic
factors. The material business risks faced by the Group
that may have an impact on the operating and financial
prospects of the Group at period end are outlined below.

PRODUCT SALES AND COMMODITY PRICE RISK

Aeris derives its revenues mainly from the sale of copper
and gold and/or associated minerals. Consequently,
Aeris’ potential future earnings, profitability and

growth are influenced by the demand for and

price of copper, gold and associated minerals.

Copper and gold are globally fraded commodities and
their prices over time may rise or fall. Commodity prices
fluctuate and are affected by factors including supply and
demand for mineral products, hedge activities associated
with commodity markets, the costs of production and

general global economic and financial market conditions.

These factors may cause volatility which in turn, may
affect Aeris’ ability to finance its operations and/or bring
Aeris’ products fo market. Aeris may enter info hedging
arrangements from time to time to partially protect
against changes in commodity prices. When these
arrangements expire, there is no guarantee that the
Company will be able to secure replacement hedging

arrangements on terms satisfactory to the Company.

Aeris’ prospects and market value will be influenced from
fime to time by the actual and prevailing views on the
short-term and long-term prices of these commodities.

EXCHANGE RATE RISK

A number of the Company's commercial arrangements,
including copper sale arrangements and finance
arrangements, are based on US dollars. The Company
also acquires equipment from overseas using foreign
currency. Accordingly, the revenues, earnings, costs,
expenses, assets and liabilities of the Company may be
exposed adversely to exchange rate fluctuation. Further,
the future market value of the Company’s Shares may
fluctuate in accordance with movements in the exchange

rates and interest rates.

MINERAL RESOURCES AND ORE RESERVES

In order to calculate Mineral Resources and

Ore Reserves, estimates and assumptions are required
about a range of geological, technical and economic
factors. Estimating the quality and/or grade of the

Mineral Resources and Ore Reserves requires the size, shape
and depth of mineral and ore bodies to be determined

by analysing geological data such as drilling samples.

This process may require complex and difficult geological

judgements and calculations to interpret the data.

As the economic assumptions used to estimate

Mineral Resources and Ore Reserves change from year
to year, and as additional geological data is generated
during the course of operations, estimates of

Mineral Resources and Ore Reserves may change from
year to year. Changes in reported Mineral Resources
and Ore Reserves may have either a positive or negative

impacton the consolidated entity’s financial results.
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TENEMENTS

A failure to adhere to the obligations under which
fenements have been granted to Aeris (or its
subsidiaries) in various jurisdictions may make certain

tenements subject to possible forfeiture.

NATIVE TITLE AND HERITAGE RISK
The Native Title Act 1993 (Cth) recognises certain rights

of indigenous Australians over land where those rights
have not been extinguished. These rights, where they
exist, may impact on the ability of the Company to carry
out exploration and in future, mining activities, or obtain
exploration or mining licences in Australia.

In applying for licences over crown land, the Company

must observe the provisions of Nafive Title legislation.

There are also laws of the States and Territories
which impose duties of care which require persons,
including the Company, to take all reasonable
and practical measures to avoid damaging or

destroying Aboriginal cultural heritage.

Granting of approvals with respect to Native Title
legislation (where applicable), Aboriginal heritage
legislation and heritage legislation may delay or impact
adversely on the Company's operations in Australia.

REPLACEMENT OF DEPLETED
RESOURCES AND EXPLORATION RISK

Replacement of depleted resources is crucial
fo maintaining production. Exploration and acquisition
are the key platforms that drive resource replacement.

Mineral exploration and development are generally
considered higher risk undertakings. Aeris’ performance
depends on the successful exploration and/or

acquisition of resources or reserves and commercial
production therefrom. There can be no assurances

that the Company’s exploration programs or those

relating to any projects or tenements that the Company
may acquire in the future, will result in the discovery

of a significant base metal and/or precious metal deposit,
and even if an apparently viable deposit is identified, there

is no guarantee that it can be economically exploited.

Aeris' potential future earnings, profitability and
commercialisation of base metal and/or precious
metal reserves and resources will be dependent

on the successful discovery and subsequent
extraction of those resources to the extent that may

be required to fulfil commercial obligations.

Successful commodity development and production

is dependent on obtaining all necessary consent and
approvals and the successful design, consfruction

and operation of efficient gathering, processing and
fransportation facilities. No assurance can be given

that Aeris will be able to obtain all necessary consents
and approvals in a timely manner, or at all. Delays or
difficulties in obtaining relevant approvals, or obtaining
conditional or limited approvals, may interfere with
mining operations of Aeris, which could materially impact

the business, financial position and performance of Aeris.

In applying for licences
over crown land,

the Company must
observe the provisions
of Nafive Title legislation.




OPERATIONAL AND COST RISK

The Company is a producer of copper and gold which
is sold under commercial contracts. The Company's
immediate plans and objectives are dependent upon

a continuation of such production generating operating
surpluses fo assist the Company in funding its planned
expenditure programs. Whether it can do so will depend
largely upon an efficient and successful, operation and
exploitation of the resources and associated business

activities and management of commercial factors.

Operation and exploitation may, from time to time,

be hampered by unforeseen operating risks, as would

any other industry. For example, force majeure events,
power outages, critical equipment or pipe failures, and
environmental hazards such as noise, odours, hazardous
substances spills, other weather events, industrial accidents
and other accidents, unforeseen cost changes and other
incidents beyond the control of Aeris can negatively
impact on its activities, thereby affecting its financial
position and performance and ultimately, the value

of its securities.

Confinuity of operations also depends on the discovery
and delineation of economically recoverable mineral
resources, establishment of efficient exploration operations,
obtaining necessary titles and access to projects,

as well as government and other regulatory approvals.

The exploration and mining activities of Aeris may be
affected by a number of factors, including but not limited
fo geological conditions; seasonal weather patterns;
equipment difficulties and failures, technical difficulties
and failures; continued availability of the necessary
tfechnical equipment, plant and appropriately skilled
and experienced technicians; improper, defective

and negligent use of technical plant and equipment;
improper, defective and negligent conduct by
employees, consultants and confractors; adverse
changes in government policy or legislation; and access

to the required level of funding.

HEALTH AND SAFETY RISK

As with all mining projects, there are health and safety risks
associated with the Aeris’ operations in Australia. While
Aeris regularly and actively reviews its workplace health
and safety systems and monitors its compliance with
workplace health and safety regulations, no assurance can
be made that Aeris has been or will be at all times in full
compliance with all applicable laws and regulafions,

or that workplace accidents will not occur in the future.

As the operator of plant and equipment, the Company has
specific legislative obligations to ensure that its personnel
and contractors operate in a safe working environment

a failure to comply with such obligations or workplace
health and safety laws and regulations generally could
result in civil claims, criminal prosecutions, or statutory
penalties against Aeris which may adversely affect Aeris’

business, financial position and performance.

AVAILABILITY OF SUITABLY QUALIFIED PERSONNEL

The Company'’s ability to deliver on its operating,
development and exploration are premised on

the availability, recruitment and retention of suitably
qualified and skilled personnel. The ability to attract
and retain the personnel necessary fo deliver on
the Company'’s plan is influenced by many factors,

which can vary from time fo fime.

Whilst the Company enters into employment agreements
with its employees, the retention of their services cannot be
guaranteed. The loss of suitably qualified personnel could
significantly affect the performance of Aeris’ operations

and materially impact its business, financial position

and performance.
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INSURANCE RISK

Aeris maintains insurance within ranges of coverage
it believes to be consistent with industry practice and

having regard to the nature of activities being conducted.

No assurance, however, can be given that the Company
will be able to confinue to obtain such insurance
coverage, or that such coverage will be at reasonable
rates or that any coverage it arranges will be adequate
and available to cover any such claims. Further, Aeris may
elect to not purchase insurance for certain risks due to
various factors (such as cost, likelihood of risks eventuating
and industry practice). The lack of, or insufficiency of,
insurance coverage could adversely affect Aeris’ business
financial position and performance.

INTERNATIONAL CONFLICTS RISK

Aeris is exposed fo the impact of international conflicts.
The outbreak of military conflict between Russia and
Ukraine had a material effect and confinues to impact on
the global economy. These hostilities created uncertainty
for capital markets around the world, and this uncertainty
may lead to adverse consequences for the Company’s
business operations. Measures taken by governments
around the world to end the Ukrainian conflict (such as

imposing tariffs on Russian exports and other economic

sanctions) may cause disruptions to the Company’s supply

chains and adversely impact commodity prices. Such
events may affect the financial performance of Aeris.
Further, there is no certainty that similar conflicts which
impact global markets will not arise in the future.

The Company seeks
to comply with
applicable laws

and regulations and
conduct its activities
in a responsible
manner with regard
fo the environment.

ENVIRONMENTAL RISKS

The Company'’s projects are subject to laws and
regulations in relation fo environmental matters.

As aresult, there is the risk that the Company may incur
liability under these laws and regulations. Aeris could be
subject fo claims due to environmental damage arising
out of current or former activities at sites that Aeris owns
or operates, including new projects. This could subject
Aeris to potential liability and have a material adverse
effect on Aeris’ financial and operational performance.
The Company seeks to comply with applicable laws and
regulations and conduct its activities in a responsible

manner with regard to the environment.

CLIMATE CHANGE

Aeris acknowledges the potential for climate change
to impact its business and is committed to understanding
and proactively managing the impact of climate

related risks to our business and our environment.

The risks considered most likely to impact the business and
our environment include the following: reduced water
availability, increased extreme weather events, changes
to legislation and regulation, reputation risk, as well

as market changes and shareholder activism.




SIGNIFICANT EVENTS AFTER THE BALANCE DATE

ACQUISITION OF ROUND OAK
MINERALS PTY LIMITED

On 1 July 2022, Aeris Resources Limited acquired 100%

of the issued shares in Round Oak Minerals Pty Limited
(Round Oak) from Washington H. Soul Patfinson Limited,
for a total consideration of A$234 million. Round Oak

is the owner of a diverse portfolio of high-quality Australian
copper and zinc assets. The addition of these assets

to the existing Aeris portfolio will fransform the Company
info a diversified, mid-tier producer with significant
high-grade ore reserve tonnes and further organic

growth opportunities

The transaction was approved by Aeris shareholders at
an Extraordinary General Meeting held on 24 June 2022.

The financial effects of this tfransaction have not
been recognised on 30 June 2022. The operating
results and assets and liabilities of the acquired

company will be consolidated from 1 July 2022.

The purchase consideration for the acquisition
includes the following components:

¢ cash payment on settlement of A$80 million; and

* theissue and allotment of fully paid ordinary shares
in Aeris at a deemed issue price of A$0.105 per
share to a fotal value of A$154 million, being
1,466,666,667 shares.

Acquisition-related costs of A$1,951,000 have
been recognised in the consolidated statement

of comprehensive income for the year ended 30 June 2022.

At the time the financial statements were authorised for
issue, the consolidated entity had not yet completed
the accounting for the acquisition of Round Oak.
Independent valuations of the fair value of the assets
and liabilities acquired are still being finalised. It is also
not yet possible to provide detailed information about
each class of acquired receivables and any

contingent liabilities of the acquired entity.

ISSUE OF SHARES UNDER
CONDITIONAL PLACEMENT

On 1 July 2022, the Company issued 162,781,913

fully paid ordinary shares in Aeris to an existing Institutional
shareholder, Paradice Investment Management

Pty Ltd (Paradice), at $0.105 per share to raise

$17.1 million. The issue of the shares was subject to:

* the Company obtaining shareholder approval
fo issue the shares to Paradice; and

* completfion of the acquisition of Round Oak
Minerals Pty Limited (Round Oak).

The acquisition of Round Oak was approved
by Aeris shareholders at an Extraordinary
General Meeting held on 24 June 2022 and

the acquisition was completed on 1 July 2022.

CONSOLIDATION OF SHARE CAPITAL

On 8 July 2022, the Company completed a share
consolidation. Aeris shares were consolidated at
the ratio of 7 fully paid ordinary shares into 1 fully
paid ordinary share. Performance rights were also

consolidated at the same ratio as the ordinary shares.

Other events

No other matter or circumstance has arisen in the interval
between the end of the financial year and the dates

of this report that has significantly affected or may
significantly affect the operations of the consolidated
entity; the results of those operations; or the state of affairs
of the consolidated entity in subsequent financial years.
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LIKELY DEVELOPMENTS

Revenue from contracts with customers

The consolidated entity generates sales revenue primarily from the performance obligation to deliver goods such as
copper concentrate and gold doré to the customer. Sales revenue represents the gross proceeds receivable from the
customer.

Copper concentrate sales
For copper concentrate sales, the recognition of concentrate sales occurs when the performance obligation, being the
transfer of the title of copper concentrate, is met and control of the goods transfers to the customer.

Concentrate sales are initially recognised at an estimated sales value when the control of the product transfers to the
customer, which in most cases is when the Holding and Title certificate is issued at the port handling and ship loading
facility.

The terms of the concentrate sales contracts with our offtake agreement partner contains provisional pricing
arrangements whereby the final selling price for the concentrate is based on prevailing average monthly prices on a
specified future period after shipment to the customer (quotation period). Adjustments to the sales price occur based on
movements in quoted marked prices up to the final settlement price specified in the sales contracts. The period between
provisional invoicing and the final settlement pricing is typically one to three months. Revenue on provisionally priced
sales is recognised based on the estimated fair value of the total consideration receivable.

The change in value of the provisionally priced receivable is based on relevant forward market prices and is included in
sales revenue. Adjustments are made for variations in the metal prices, assays, weights and currency between the time
control passed to the customer and the time of final invoice being issued. Mining royalties payable are presented as an
operating cost.

The contract with customer has no significant financing component and has no variable consideration under AASB 15
Revenue from Contracts with Customers. A trade receivable is recognised (refer note 6 and note 22) when the Holding
and Title Certificate is issued as this is the point in time that the consideration is unconditional because only the passage
of time is required before the payment is due.

Shipping is generally arranged by the customer and occurs after the control of goods transfers to the customer.

Gold doré sales
For gold doré sales, revenue is recognised at the point when the doré is collected by the buyer at the mine site.

Credit risk

Credit risk refers to the risk that a counterparty will default on its contractual obligations resulting in a financial loss to
the consolidated entity.

Acquisition of Round Oak Minerals Pty Limited

On 1 July 2022, Aeris Resources Limited acquired 100% of the issued shares in Round Oak Minerals Pty Limited (Round
0Oak) from Washington H. Soul Pattinson Limited for a total consideration of $234 million. Round Oak is the owner of a
diverse portfolio of high-quality Australian copper and zinc assets. The addition of these assets to the existing Aeris
portfolio will transform the Company into a diversified, mid-tier producer with significant high-grade ore reserve tonnes
and further organic growth opportunities. The transaction was approved by Aeris shareholders at an Extraordinary
General Meeting held on 24 June 2022.

The financial effects of this transaction have not been recognised at 30 June 2022. The operating results and assets and
liabilities of the acquired company will be consolidated from 1 July 2022.

The purchase consideration for the acquisition includes the following components:

e cash payment on settlement of $80 million; and

e theissue and allotment of fully paid ordinary shares in Aeris at a deemed issue price of $0.105 per share to a total
value of $154 million, being 1,466,666,667 shares.

Acquisition-related costs of $1.951 million have been recognised in the consolidated statement of comprehensive income
for the year ended 30 June 2022.

At the time the financial statements were authorised for issue, the consolidated entity had not yet completed the
accounting for the acquisition of Round Oak. In particular, independent valuations of the fair value of the assets and
liabilities acquired are still being finalised. It is also not yet possible to provide detailed information about each class of
acquired receivables and any contingent liabilities of the acquired entity.

Issue of shares under conditional placement

On 1July 2022, the Company issued 162,781,913 fully paid ordinary shares in Aeris to an existing Institutional shareholder,
Paradice Investment Management Pty Ltd (Paradice), at $0.105 per share to raise $17.1 million. The issue of the shares
was subject to:

e the Company obtaining shareholder approval to issue the shares to Paradice; and

e completion of the acquisition of Round Oak Minerals Pty Limited (Round Oak).

The acquisition of Round Oak was approved by Aeris shareholders at an Extraordinary General Meeting held on 24 June
2022 and the acquisition was completed on 1 July 2022.

Consolidation of share capital

On 8 July 2022, the Company completed a share consolidation. Aeris shares were consolidated at the ratio of 7 fully paid
ordinary shares into 1 fully paid ordinary share. Performance rights were also consolidated at the same ratio as the
ordinary shares.

Principles of consolidation

The consolidated financial statements incorporate the assets and liabilities of all subsidiaries of Aeris Resources Limited
('Company' or 'parent entity') as at 30 June 2022 and the results of all subsidiaries for the year then ended. Aeris
Resources Limited and its subsidiaries together are referred to in these financial statements as the 'consolidated entity'.

Subsidiaries are all those entities over which the consolidated entity has control. The consolidated entity controls an
entity when the consolidated entity is exposed to, or has rights to, variable returns from its involvement with the entity
and has the ability to affect those returns through its power to direct the activities of the entity. Subsidiaries are fully
consolidated from the date on which control is transferred to the consolidated entity. They are de-consolidated from the
date that control ceases.

Intercompany transactions, balances and unrealised gains on transactions between entities in the consolidated entity are
eliminated. Unrealised losses are also eliminated unless the transaction provides evidence of the impairment of the asset
transferred. Accounting policies of subsidiaries have been changed where necessary to ensure consistency with the
policies adopted by the consolidated entity.

The acquisition of subsidiaries is accounted for using the acquisition method of accounting. A change in ownership
interest, without the loss of control, is accounted for as an equity transaction, where the difference between the
consideration transferred and the book value of the share of the non-controlling interest acquired is recognised directly
in equity attributable to the parent.

Where the consolidated entity loses control over a subsidiary, it derecognises the assets including goodwill, liabilities and
non-controlling interest in the subsidiary together with any cumulative translation differences recognised in equity. The
consolidated entity recognises the fair value of the consideration received and the fair value of any investment retained
together with any gain or loss in profit or loss.

Current and non-current classification
Assets and liabilities are presented in the consolidated statement of financial position based on current and non-current
classification.
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37. Significant accounting policies (continued)

An asset is classified as current when: it is either expected to be realised or intended to be sold or consumed in the
consolidated entity's normal operating cycle; it is held primarily for the purpose of trading; it is expected to be realised
within 12 months after the reporting period; or the asset is cash or cash equivalent unless restricted from being
exchanged or used to settle a liability for at least 12 months after the reporting period. All other assets are classified as
non-current.

A liability is classified as current when: it is either expected to be settled in the consolidated entity's normal operating
cycle; it is held primarily for the purpose of trading; it is due to be settled within 12 months after the reporting period; or
there is no unconditional right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least 12 months after the reporting period.
All other liabilities are classified as non-current.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are always classified as non-current.

Derivative financial instruments

Derivatives are initially recognised at fair value on the date a derivative contract is entered into and are subsequently
remeasured to their fair value at each reporting date. The accounting for subsequent changes in fair value depends on
whether the derivative is designated as a hedging instrument, and if so, the nature of the item being hedged.

The consolidated entity designates certain derivatives as either:

e hedges of the fair value of recognised assets or liabilities or a firm commitment (fair value hedges)

e hedges of a particular risk associated with the cash flows of recognised assets and liabilities and highly probable
forecast transactions (cash flow hedges).

At inception of the hedge relationship, the consolidated entity documents the economic relationship between hedging
instruments and hedged items including whether changes in the cash flows of the hedging instruments are expected to
offset changes in the cash flows of hedged items. The consolidated entity documents its risk management objective and
strategy for undertaking its hedge transactions. The fair values of derivative financial instruments designated in hedge
relationships are disclosed in note 16. Movements in the hedging reserve in shareholders’ equity are shown in note 21.
The full fair value of a hedging derivative is classified as a non-current asset or liability when the remaining maturity of
the hedged item is more than 12 months; it is classified as a current asset or liability when the remaining maturity of the
hedged item is less than 12 months. Trading derivatives are classified as a current asset or liability.

(i) Cash flow hedges that qualify for hedge accounting

The effective portion of changes in the fair value of derivatives that are designated and qualify as cash flow hedges is
recognised in the cash flow hedge reserve within equity. The gain or loss relating to the ineffective portion is recognised
immediately in profit or loss, within other gains/(losses).

Amounts accumulated in equity are reclassified in the periods when the hedged item affects profit or loss.

When a hedging instrument expires, or is sold or terminated, or when a hedge no longer meets the criteria for hedge
accounting, any cumulative deferred gain or loss and deferred costs of hedging in equity are immediately reclassified to
profit or loss.

Joint operations

A joint operation is a joint arrangement whereby the parties that have joint control of the arrangement have rights to the
assets, and obligations for the liabilities, relating to the arrangement. The consolidated entity has recognised its share of
jointly held assets, liabilities, revenues and expenses of joint operations. These have been incorporated in the financial
statements under the appropriate classifications.
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Investments and other financial assets

Investments and other financial assets are initially measured at fair value. Transaction costs are included as part of the
initial measurement, except for financial assets at fair value through profit or loss. Such assets are subsequently measured
at either amortised cost or fair value depending on their classification. Classification is determined based on both the
business model within which such assets are held and the contractual cash flow characteristics of the financial asset
unless an accounting mismatch is being avoided.

Financial assets are derecognised when the rights to receive cash flows have expired or have been transferred and the
consolidated entity has transferred substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership. When there is no reasonable
expectation of recovering part or all of a financial asset, it's carrying value is written off.

Financial assets at amortised cost

A financial asset is measured at amortised cost only if both of the following conditions are met: (i) it is held within a
business model whose objective is to hold assets in order to collect contractual cash flows; and (ii) the contractual terms
of the financial asset represent contractual cash flows that are solely payments of principal and interest.

Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss

Financial assets not measured at amortised cost or at fair value through other comprehensive income are classified as
financial assets at fair value through profit or loss. Typically, such financial assets will be either: (i) held for trading, where
they are acquired for the purpose of selling in the short-term with an intention of making a profit, or a derivative; or (ii)
designated as such upon initial recognition where permitted. Fair value movements are recognised in profit or loss.

Impairment of financial assets

The consolidated entity recognises a loss allowance for expected credit losses on financial assets which are either
measured at amortised cost or fair value through other comprehensive income. The measurement of the loss allowance
depends upon the consolidated entity's assessment at the end of each reporting period as to whether the financial
instrument's credit risk has increased significantly since initial recognition, based on reasonable and supportable
information that is available, without undue cost or effort to obtain.

Where there has not been a significant increase in exposure to credit risk since initial recognition, a 12-month expected
credit loss allowance is estimated. This represents a portion of the asset's lifetime expected credit losses that is
attributable to a default event that is possible within the next 12 months. Where a financial asset has become credit
impaired or where it is determined that credit risk has increased significantly, the loss allowance is based on the asset's
lifetime expected credit losses. The amount of expected credit loss recognised is measured on the basis of the probability
weighted present value of anticipated cash shortfalls over the life of the instrument discounted at the original effective
interest rate.

For financial assets mandatorily measured at fair value through other comprehensive income, the loss allowance is
recognised in other comprehensive income with a corresponding expense through profit or loss. In all other cases, the
loss allowance reduces the asset's carrying value with a corresponding expense through profit or loss.

Impairment of non-financial assets

Non-financial assets are reviewed for impairment whenever events or changes in circumstances indicate that the carrying
amount may not be recoverable. An impairment loss is recognised for the amount by which the asset's carrying amount
exceeds its recoverable amount.

Recoverable amount is the higher of an asset's fair value less costs of disposal and value-in-use. The value-in-use is the
present value of the estimated future cash flows relating to the asset using a pre-tax discount rate specific to the asset
or cash-generating unit to which the asset belongs. Assets that do not have independent cash flows are grouped together
to form a cash-generating unit.

Finance costs
Finance costs attributable to qualifying assets are capitalised as part of the asset. All other finance costs are expensed in
the period in which they are incurred.
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Goods and Services Tax ('GST') and other similar taxes

Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of associated GST, unless the GST incurred is not
recoverable from the tax authority. In this case it is recognised as part of the cost of the acquisition of the asset or as part
of the expense.

Receivables and payables are stated inclusive of the amount of GST receivable or payable. The net amount of GST
recoverable from, or payable to, the tax authority is included in other receivables or other payables in the consolidated
statement of financial position.

Cash flows are presented on a gross basis. The GST components of cash flows arising from investing or financing activities
which are recoverable from, or payable to the tax authority, are presented as operating cash flows.

Commitments and contingencies are disclosed net of the amount of GST recoverable from, or payable to, the tax
authority.

Rounding of amounts

The Company is of a kind referred to in Corporations Instrument 2016/191, issued by the Australian Securities and
Investments Commission, relating to 'rounding-off'. Amounts in this report have been rounded off in accordance with
that Corporations Instrument to the nearest thousand dollars, or in certain cases, the nearest dollar.

New Accounting Standards and Interpretations not yet mandatory or early adopted

Australian Accounting Standards and Interpretations that have recently been issued or amended but are not yet
mandatory, have not been early adopted by the consolidated entity for the annual reporting period ended 30 June 2022.
The consolidated entity has not yet assessed the impact of these new or amended Accounting Standards and
Interpretations.

38. Critical accounting judgements, estimates and assumptions

The preparation of the financial statements requires management to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that
affect the reported amounts in the financial statements. Management continually evaluates its judgements and estimates
in relation to assets, liabilities, contingent liabilities, revenue and expenses. Management bases its judgements, estimates
and assumptions on historical experience and on other various factors, including expectations of future events, that
management believes to be reasonable under the circumstances. The resulting accounting judgements and estimates will
seldom equal the related actual results. The judgements, estimates and assumptions that have a significant risk of causing
a material adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities (refer to the respective notes) within the next
financial year are discussed below.

Mineral Resources and Ore Reserve estimates

In order to calculate Mineral Resources and Ore Reserves, estimates and assumptions are required about a range of
geological, technical and economic factors. Estimating the quality and/or grade of the Mineral Resources and Ore
Reserves requires the size, shape and depth of mineral and ore bodies to be determined by analysing geological data such
as drilling samples. This process may require complex and difficult geological judgements and calculations to interpret
the data. The consolidated entity is required to determine and report Mineral Resources and Ore Reserves in Australia
under the principles incorporated in the 2012 Edition of the Australasian Code for Reporting of Exploration Results,
Mineral Resources and Ore Reserves, known as the JORC Code. The JORC Code requires the use of reasonable investment
assumptions to calculate Mineral Resources and Ore Reserves.

As the economic assumptions used to estimate Mineral Resources and Ore Reserves change from year to year, and as
additional geological data is generated during the course of operations, estimates of Mineral Resources and Ore Reserves
may change from year to year. Changes in reported Mineral Resources and Ore Reserves may affect the consolidated
entity's financial results and financial position in a number of ways, including the following:

e Recognition of deferred tax on mineral rights and exploration recognised on acquisitions;

® Recoverable amount of deferred mining expenditure and capitalisation of development costs; and

e  Units of production method of depreciation and amortisation.

Estimation for the provision for rehabilitation and dismantling

Provision for rehabilitation and dismantling of property, plant and equipment is estimated taking into consideration facts
and circumstances available at the balance sheet date. This estimate is based on the expenditure required to undertake
the rehabilitation and dismantling, taking into consideration time value. This requires the use of estimates and
judgements in relation to a range of inputs including:

e  Mineral Resources and Ore Reserves, and mine planning scheduling;

e  Production costs; and

e Discount rates.

Impairment of non-financial assets
The consolidated entity considers annually whether there have been any indicators of impairment and then tests whether
or not non-current assets have suffered an impairment, in accordance with the accounting policy stated in note 37.

This requires the use of estimates and judgements in relation to a range of inputs including:
e Commodity prices;

Exchange rates;

Mineral Resources and Ore Reserves, and mine planning scheduling;

Production costs; and

Discount rates.

Refer to note 11 for additional detail regarding the estimates and judgements applied to impairment testing carried out
during the year ended 30 June 2022.

Recoverability of deferred tax assets

In determining the recoverability of deferred tax assets, management prepare and review an analysis of estimated future
results which support the future realisation of the deferred tax assets. The estimated future results are derived from
estimates also used for impairment assessments referred to in the notes to the consolidated financial statements. To the
extent that cash flows and taxable income differ significantly from estimates, the ability of the consolidated entity to
realise recognised deferred tax assets would be impacted.
