Aspermont Limited (‘ASP’): Appendix 3Z - Final Director’s Interest Notice Query

ASX refers to the following:

1. ASP’s Appendix 3Z’s lodged on ASX Market Announcements Platform (‘MAP’) on 26 September 2023 for Mr
Andrew Kent and Mr John Stark (the ‘Notices’);

2. Listing Rule 3.19A which requires an entity to tell ASX the following:

3.19A.1 ‘The notifiable interests of a director of the entity (or in the case of a trust, a director
of the responsible entity of the trust) at the following times.

. On the date that the entity is admitted to the official list.
. On the date that a director is appointed.
